David Copperfield is also a social
commentary on Victorian life in
England during the 19th century.



LEVEL 5 – Upper - Intermediate

This book takes us on a journey
through space and time. It starts 13.8 
billion years ago with the Big Bang, 
which led to the stars, the planets and 
our Solar System. Then it explores our
Solar system and other solar systems
– the ones we know, and others we
have yet to find.



LEVEL 6 – Advanced (B1+)

The story follows the adventures of
Oliver Twist, an orphan in 19th century
England. He grows up in the workhouse
where life is really harsh. One day Oliver
runs away to London. There, he enters
the life of crime with the old man Fagin, 
the Artful Dodger, frightening Bill Sykes
and kind-hearted Nancy. How will Oliver 
live in this dangerous world? 



LEVEL 6 – Advanced (B1+)

Shakespeare´s Scottish story of magic
and murder is one of his darkest
works. Macbeth´s bloody rise to 
power is encouraged by his wife, Lady
Macbeth. Their ambition leads them
into a world of guilt and madness
which destroys their marriage – and
ends in tragedy.



LEVEL 6 – Advanced (B1+)

Steinbeck chose the title Of Mice and
Men after reading a poem called “To a 
Mouse” by Robert Burns, in which the
poet regrets accidentally destroying a
mouse´s nest. The poem resonates with
several of Of Mice and Men´s central
themes: the absence of home and the
harshness of life for the most vulnerable. 

George and Lennie move from one farm
to another, looking for work. George is
clever but Lennie´s size and slowness is
always getting them into trouble…



LEVEL 7 – Advanced ( B2)

When the young sailor Ishmael
desides to sail with the mysterious 
Captain Ahab, he has no idea about 
Ahab´s plans to get revenge on the
great white whale Mobby-Dick. Ahab
wants to find and kill the whale at any
cost – even if it means losing his ship
and his crew.



LEVEL 7 – Advanced ( B2)

Winston Smith´s job is to rewrite
history for the Ministry of Truth. Big 
Brother and the Thought Police watch
everyone for signs of thoughtcrime. 
But Winston can remember life before
the Party, and he questions the world
he lives in. He starts to take risks, and 
then he falls in love with Julia, in a 
world where love is against the rules.



LEVEL 7 – Advanced ( B2)

White teeth is the story of three very 
different families who live close
together in London in the 1980s and 
1990s. The Bowdens are part-
Jamaican, the Iqbals are from
Bangladesh, and the Chalfens are
white. The story, which at times is
very funny, looks at how people´s
pasts affect their lives now, and the
lives and futures of their children.

Mrs. Dalloway covers one day from
morning to night in one woman´s life. 
Clairssa Dalloway, an upper-class
housewife, walks through her London
neighborhood to prepare for the
party she will host that evening. Her 
thoughts are of the past and her 
choice of husband. At the same time, 
and also in London, Septimus Warren
Smith, a veteran of World War I has  
shell shock. At the party that evening, 
their stories come together…
